·  If a child is caught cheating or plagiarizing, they will be given an office consequence, but will be given   the opportunity to complete a comparable assignment for 75%.  

Late Work/Missing Assignment/Absentee Policies:

· For any absence, students will have two days to make-up missed assignments for every one-day missed. 

· If an absence occurs at the end of a marking period the students may receive an incomplete for his or her grade until the work is turned in within an appropriate time frame.  

· The teacher will allow and grade late assignments.  After the student and teacher have agreed upon a due date, any work after that date will lose 5% per day.
· Work due the day of an absence is due on the day the student returns to class.
County Test Re-Take Policy:

· All students can retake any formative and summative assignment where they earned less than 75%.
· The highest grade a student can receive on a re-take assessment is 75%.
· Students must retake the assessment within ten (10) school days after the initial assessment has been graded and returned.
· All retakes will be completed during the Revisit Block that is designated for your child’s math class.  If your child refuses to complete the retake during the assigned time, there will not be other opportunities given for that retake.
